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	Lawrence Hall, conveniently located between two residence halls, is a two-story building backing up to South New Street with the main entrance currently facing Parking Lot D. It houses the University Dining Hall on the ground floor and numerous student services on the second floor: Counseling/Academic Advising, Tutoring Center, Career Development Center, Women's Center, and the Post Office.  A 5000 SF addition housing Student Affairs offices, a circa 1950s late-night Diner, and two retail food operations was constructed in the current courtyard and occupied in 2006.


	Present Use:  Dining hall, post office facilities, Academic Counseling, Career Development offices, Offices of Student Services with Disabilities, Women’s Center, office space.
