	The Schmucker Science Center, Phases I & II, consists of two buildings: SSC - North, built in 1965, and SSC - South, built in 1968, with the connecting Link Building . The buildings are located across the street from Anderson Hall on South Church Street. The Center houses, among other assets, the observatory and planetarium. SSC - South underwent a major renovation completed in 2000 that brought classrooms, laboratories, and offices up to professional standards. SSC - North and SSC-Link completed a similar renovation in 2005. The center now houses virtually all facilities for the Biology, Chemistry, and Geology/Astronomy Departments. Schmucker Science Center link houses the WCU Geology Museum, with several collections of historical and scientific importance.
